                     The Newton Blackmour State Trail

The organization and development of the Newton Blackmour State trail is now
underway. This trail which runs from just east of Seymour to New London
will be opening up its first section this summer, and will accommodate
horse travel.


I am late coming into the organization of this trail and have only attended
two such meetings, but felt compelled to relay development news on to you,
my horse riding brethren.


Local Greenways organizers have so far been involved with local
developments and are trying hard to turn organization over to a local
board. Their experience and direction has been moving this project along
extremely well and fast. In fact the next move will be to select a board of
directors to govern development and form organization of the local
communities along the trail. There is still along way to go to get the
trail completed thru to New London.


We have a lot of horse people located on or near this trail, along with a
couple of horse clubs and why not get local 4-H groups involved also. There
was a good number of horse people at the last meeting, in fact I think we
surprised everyone by our numbers, but this next meeting is extremely
important. We need to show up in force and show our support and desire to
participate on our state trails. Lets all work together to maintain our
rights on state funded trails.

Just a note to all of you -

 

We recently lost the horse portion of the Fox River Trail that runs south of DePere to Greenleaf and parallels Hwy. 57.  The trail is still open from Greenleaf south, with riding allowed on the actual trail itself, not along the edges.  

 

The reasoning behind this was that there were too many conflicts with the multi-user trail in the area between DePere and Greenleaf.  Additionally, money was given to blacktop a portion of the trail from DePere south, with plans to add additional blacktopping as donations allow.  The plan is to eventually blacktop all the way to parking area/shelter in Greenleaf.  

Just wanted to let you know - I'm president of the local saddle club, but somehow none of us knew about the meeting where this decision was made.  

 

Just an example how quickly these things can turn around.  Incidentally, I found out about this situation when I contacted Brown County Park and Rec to get a letter of support from them for a grant application I was sending in four our club to do some additional development on the Fox River Trail south of Greenleaf (the portion where horses are still allowed).
